1. Welcome/Introductions

Self-Introductions were conducted.

2. Meeting Notes of March 13, 2018 ~ No Action
No changes to meeting notes of March 13, 2018 were requested.

3. Accreditation Visit: 
a. What do we want to do different next time?
b. What worked and what didn’t 

Collection of evidence was discussed and it was shared that a special drive should be utilized for each college for collection of their evidence.  
Make sure we are updated and timeliness of the evaluations.  Evidence collection and improve that process in the future.  That would involve the district with communication consistently between colleges and district.
4. Officinal External Evaluation Reports

a. District

The district had recommendations in the areas of board policies, evaluations, technology, access and safety, committees, and board of trustees.  These areas are being worked on by the appropriate staff. 

b. Fresno City College

FCC main compliance issue is with SLO in the syllabus being accurate.  There were a lot that were inaccurate.  They have been communicating with faculty to let them know.  They are looking at purchasing software for syllabus that would populate the syllabus with the correct information and the SLO.  

c. Reedley College

Claudia shared that they had three commendations and were mostly on SLO and they have been working with faculty, but have not reviewed them yet.  The SLO needs to be included in the syllabus.  More progress is being made on Madera accreditation.  They received accommodations on some of their services.  The RC institutional effectiveness committee appointed Claudia as the ALO officer for Madera.  

d. Clovis Community College

Clovis is just starting.  They have clarification questions and asked how the district is going to approach the recommendations of district level on the college report.  There are responses that need to be made and how will this be done.  These are not college recommendations how is the district going to approach getting that completed and being able to report to the ACCJC.
The district is going to discuss this as a committee and see what the best approach is.

Discussion regarding the district’s written response.  It was shared that there are a couple of ways; sometimes by committee will help with the writing. Other times the Vice Chancellor will write the response and then provided a draft and each college edits the draft to include the college reports.  

Discussion of what is the most efficient, if a draft is provided sufficient time needs to be provided to allow for editing.  The leadership needs to come from the district office because these are all district office

Cyndi Luna offered to help with the committee providing some input; however, obviously the district will take the leadership on the projects but we can look at drafts along the way and craft the writing the report.    

We will consider two options and when we have a full committee this can come back for additional discussion.

The timeline is tight and it needs to go out to the constituent groups.  It needs to be through them by January so we need to look at a timeline.  

Discussion to build in extra time due to changes in academic senate and their review potentially being contentious.  

Create a calendar to work backwards to establish an approach which will serve us best.  

Discussion took place is where the district is at in their process.

The committee asked the Vice Chancellor to provide a matrix of these areas to include:  timeline, activities taking place and evidence.  

District will create a matrix and share at the next meeting and provide a timeline to get through the constituent process and for the BOT to review and approve.
